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This has been the news, “The cul-
tivation of banana yield a positive 
result in Takhar.” Some photos also 
have been published with this news 
which introduces a new beginning 
for cultivating banana in green-
houses.
The farmers of Dasht-e-Qala from 
Takhar province have gained a good 
result from cultivating bananas in 
this district. They requested the 
Ministry of Agriculture, Irrigation 
and Livestock to cooperate them 
promoting this fruit cultivation.
Bismillah is one of the farmers of 
Dasht-e-Qala in Takhar province. 
He says, “Dasht-e-Qala district is 
an appropriate place to cultivate 
bananas in greenhouse system.  If 
Ministry of Agriculture, Irrigation 
and Livestock (MAIL) cooperate 
us, we will be able to produce a sub-
stantial amount of bananas needed 
in our country in few years.”
Bismillah, who has cultivated ba-
nanas in his own garden for six 
years, says, “We get 70 to 100 ba-
nanas from each tree however, we 
would get more than 100 bananas

Good result of greenhouse cultivation of bananas in Dasht-e-Qala:

if we use sufficient chemical ferti-
lizers to the trees to be strengthened 
enough.
Bismillah says that some of the res-
idents of this district cultivate 3 to 4 
banana trees in their yard gardens or 
in greenhouse method for their own 
families.

Bismillah says, “My main occu-
pation is masonry but my interest 
made me cultivate bananas and 
lemons which currently sounds 
very good and I have sold the crops 
to the local markets as each banana 
costs 10afs. He says if MIAL pro-
vide him more facilities he will ex-

tend the cultivation of bananas as 
his main occupation.
Meanwhile, Serajulddin Mehraban, 
the president of Agriculture, Irriga-
tion and Livestock of Takhar prov-
ince says, “We eagerly support any 
step to promote agriculture and we 
are ready to support Bismillah or 
any farmer whenever they refer to 
us. But we have not done any specif-
ic duty to promote this fruit so far, 
because the research department 
of Agriculture Ministry has not or-
dered us a specific task to promote 
it.”
Whereas Nazir Nawabi, head of 
fruit research department of Min-
istry of Agriculture, Irrigation and 
Livestock Research Office, says, 
“The cultivation of banana does not 
exist based on environmental agree-
ment but if we establish the basis to 
cultivate bananas in greenhouses, 
we can obtain crops but it will not 
be economical for the farmers.
According to Ministry of Agricul-
ture research, the provinces like 
Konar, Nangarhar and Laghman are 
recognized as provinces that we are 
able to cultivate banana trees based 
on environmental agreements and 
obtain proper crops.
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
